The Educational Resources Committee:
1. works to enhance educational resources for all members. 
2. is responsible for sponsoring bi-monthly educational webinars or discussions. 
3. is responsible for selecting content and presenters for the Annual Conferences. 

Reporting
The Educational Resources Committee will report to the APAC Council.

Meetings
The Educational Resources Committee will meet monthly to plan for completion of goals for the current year. Goals are driven by the association’s strategic plan.

Configuration
The Educational Resources Committee Chairs will review all sub-committees and task forces on an annual basis and ensure that staff has a current list.

The term limit for the Education Committee Chairs is typically two years.

· Serve on the committee (1 hour/month) – The ERC meets monthly on the 2nd Thursday at 3pm AEDT.
· Webinar selection – bi-monthly webinars are selected during our regularly scheduled ERC meetings. We plan 3-6 months in advance, to allow for topic discussions. 
· Task Forces – 
· Peer review of conference presentations (2 hours/conference) – This task force is assembled a few months before every conference and begins work once the call for submissions has closed. This task force will review all submitted presentations, make notes on feedback, and give ratings. This task force work is done individually, over the course of several days.
· Conference presentation selection (6 hours/conference) – Once the peer review task force has completed their work, their responses are provided to the conference presentation selection task force to review and make the final selections. This task force work is done on a virtual call together, usually for a couple hours each day, over the course of a few days.
· Resource library content review (1 hour/week) – This new task force will be reviewing the content of the resource library, assigning categories to the content, creating a review and retire schedule, and participating in enhancing the user search experience.
 
· We also welcome anyone interested in presenting a bi-monthly webinar or conference session to reach out. We have mentorship opportunities available for anyone that wants to get into speaking but would like a little extra guidance.
